1. Enter your Friends of the Earth Scotland membership number. If you do not know your membership number email agm@foe.scot. If you cannot retrieve your membership number write your full name and address and your ballot will be anonymised before it is counted.
2. You should mark each candidate “Y” if you approve of them being elected and “N” if you do not. You do not need to vote for every candidate. Not voting for a candidate will be counted as an abstention. Candidates who are approved by 50% or more of voters, ignoring abstentions, will be elected.
3. If you cannot attend the AGM you may vote by proxy by emailing your ballot paper to agm@foe.scot before the AGM begins. Alternatively, any Friends of the Earth Scotland member who is attending the AGM in person may hand-in your ballot paper for you as long as you notify agm@foe.scot to inform us of who is voting on your behalf.
